The Environmental Health Officer (EHO) or Public Health Inspector (PHI) in your area should be contacted in the early planning stages of proposal development. Supporting local producers including farmers, fishers, hunters, harvesters and others participating in the local food economy is an important part of the Farm to School Canada Grants.  All grant recipients will be expected to engage local food providers – either directly or through the local food supply chain – in order to purchase foods for the school salad bar service. Community partners can assist schools with the task of sourcing, procuring, preparing and serving local foods.  We expect schools to set realistic local food procurement targets and to increase those targets annually.

Please note: while a school garden complements a Farm to School program, and is a strong addition to Farm to School programs, increasing food literacy and increasing access to food that students have grown themselves in school meals, it is not a substitute for a local food producers or suppliers.
